1. CIVIX PROJECT

Attorney Barnebey explained that the reason the Board did not have any updated information on this item is due
to the fact that he did not receive any agreement until 3:00 p.m. today.

Mr. Burton stated that the final agreement is being negotiated between the City Attorney and the attorney for
the project and that is why it has not been distributed to the Board.

He is not going to prepare it in a redline format due to the abundance of changes overall. It will now be more
similar to the agreement that was approved for the Civic Center Hotel.
